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“If I had to choose one skill I learned in the 
military that helped me succeed in a restaurant 
job it would be the discipline. Throughout my 
time in service, discipline was the foundation to 
everything, it’s what created unit cohesion. That 
same discipline carries over into the civilian 
sector. I know what needs to get done and I 
always get it done.”
